When he saw them, he hurried from the entrance of his tent to meet them and bowed low to the
ground.

3 He said, “If I have found favor in your eyes, my lord, do not pass your servant by. 4 Let a
little water be brought, and then you may all wash your feet and rest under this tree. 5 Let me get
you something to eat, so you can be refreshed and then go on your way—now that you have come
to your servant.”

***Proper Preface:

Pastor: It is truly meet, right, and salutary, that we should at all times, and in all places, give thanks unto thee,

O Lord, Holy Father, Almighty, Everlasting God: And now do we praise thee, that thou didst send unto us thine
only-begotten Son, and that in him, being found in fashion as a man, thou didst reveal the fullness of thy glory.
Therefore, with Angels, and Archangels, and with all the company of heaven, we laud and magnify thy glorious
Name; evermore praising thee, and saying:
